Bobsleigh.
Two or four men, at the start all team members push together to achieve maximum speed. Then, everyone leaps in the sled with the pilot at  the controls, choosing the fastest trajectory into the curves and down the straight at breathtaking speeds. Four hearts to determine the winners, hurtling over the ice at more than 130  kilometers per hour.
The bobsleigh specialities are competed in teams of two or four. All team members push the sled for about 50 meters – a distance which is usually covered in less than six seconds to a speed of about 40 km/h – before the crew loads into the sled.
  The elements of success in the  bobsleigh competition are the push, the steering and the materials ( sled and runners).
In the Olympic Games, there are four rounds. The team that records the fastest time at the end of the downhill wins. In the case of draw, there are two winners.

  If the sled overturns, but all members of the team have passed the finish line inside the sled, the descent is considered valid.

  The two – man bobsleigh team is made up of the driver and the brakeman, who are joined by two others in the four – man bobsleigh. The speed reached before the athletes load into the sled is approximately 40 km|h, while the maximum speed reached during the descent is about 135 km/h.
Curling.
The rock slides, calibrated to the millimeter , while two teammates sweep the ice that separates the “rock” from the chosen target on the sheet.

 Curling, born in Scotland in the first half of the 16th century, was played on frozen ponds using simple stones In the 17th century, players started to use suitably treated stone disc and sticks to sweep the snow.                  
The game became very popular in Northern America, where it was introduced by immigrants.

 The first Olympic Winter  Games curling tournament was held at Chamonix  in 1924. After Lake Placid in 1932, curling was absent from the Olympic programmer for fifty years; it appeared again as a demonstrative sport at Calgary in 1998; that year, the men’s event was won by the Swiss team, and Canada won the gold in the women’s.
Rules of Curling. Curling is a team game that is performed on a frozen pitch/ It consists of sliding 19.96 kg blocks of stone ( called rocks) which have a handle so that they stop as close as possible to the centre of a target drawn on the ice ( called the house).
Each team consists of four players. The lead is the one that makes the first throw. The second is s good points maker, but also good at eliminating the stones of the opponents that are in the way.
The third is faced with a more tricky game. The fourth player,  the skip, is the most experienced player, who devises tactics, advises his teammates on each throw and throws last.
 Game strategy. A stone can knock the opponent’s stone out of the scoring area. The skip can therefore ask his teammates to deliver the stone in the house (draw) or to knock an opponent’s stone out of the way. Points are calculated based on the number of stones that finish closest to the centre of the house, before the closest stone of the opponent. Only one team can score in an end. Each team is allowed 73 minutes of play for 10 ends.
